Route 66 was championed by an Oklahoma businessman,
Cyrus Avery, when the national highway system began with
U.S. Route 66 (Route 66) being first signed into law in 1927 as
one of the original U.S. Highways.

Avery was adamant that the highway have a round number and although it was initially proposed to
benumber 60, controversy erupted over the number an
digit number would be easy to remember as well having a pleasant sound to the ear.

The route that became Route 66 was covered by three highways traversing the country from Chicago
to Los Angeles and through Avery, the U.S. Highway 66 Association was officially established to
oversee the complete paving of the highway and to promote travel down the highway, which was
originally used for commercial trucking purposes and later by farming families heading west.

The route helped create the rise of mom-and-pop businesses (mainly service stations, restaurants
and motels) up and down the highway.

During World War II, war related industries and the military were also large users of the highway.

After World War Il, Route 66 became the main highway for vacationers heading to Los Angeles and

the sharp rise in tourism in turn gave rise to a burgeoning trade in all manner of roadside attractions

including tepee-shaped motels, frozen custard stands, Indian curio shops and reptile farms and
advertising boards etc, further cementing fARoute €
Automobile.

The beginning of the end for Route 66 came in 1956 with the signing of the Interstate Highway Act,
influenced by the early German Autobahnds, the int
nonstop roads from one end of America to the other.

As new sections of interstate highways, bypasses and turnpikes replaced sections of U.S. Route 66,
some cities initiated lawsuits to stop the bypasses and to maintain the US 66 designation due to fears
of losing business

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These negotiations dragged on for many years and it was not until 1984 that the final stretch of
highway was decommissioned in Arizona and the following year U.S. Route 66 ceased to exist.

No single interstate replaces Route 66, which today is covered in one part or another by five
interstate highways.

Some states have kept the 66 designation for parts
of the highway, albeit as state roads and in 1990,
Route 66 associations were founded in both Arizona
and Missouri with other groups in other Route 66
states soon following.

The song Route 66 song that we all know and love was composed in 1946 by Bobby Troup, who was
travelling west to Los Angeles on Route 66 to find fame, when his wife suggested writing a song
about the fun of travelling on Route 66.

Nat King Cole recorded the song the same year (it was a hit on both the U.S, R&B and pop record
charts) and it has subsequently been covered by many artists, including Chuck Berry in 1961 and the
Rolling Stones in 1964.
